INSTRUCTIONAL MATERIALS: Dolch sight words cut into the single letters and magnetized. Sight word worksheet, white board.
ESSENTIAL QUESTIONS/ SUBSIDIARY QUESTIONS:
Why is it important to learn how to read fluently?
Why is it important to learn site words? 

How can we become a fluent reader in the future?
PURPOSE:

To involve students in the foundation of reading. The main purpose is to get students to recognize site words that are essential to know in order to read fluently in the future. Students will be able to automatically pick out these words when they begin to read.
SPECIFIC LEARNING OBJECTIVES: (clear, observable)

-After being taught the sight words of the day, students will be able to automatically identify and recognize site words in a sentence. 
-Students will collaborate with peers at their table to construct site words, students will come more familiar with these words.
-After constructing site words, students will be able to form sentences in which these site words are emphasized.

- After students construct sentences facilitated by the teacher, they will be able to construct sentences on their own utilizing these site words. 
-After the students create their own sentences, the students will be able to recognize these site words in any sentence.
-After today’s lesson, students will be able to recognize new site words brought on by their homework.

STANDARDS:

Actively engage in group reading activities with purpose and understanding.

ANTICIPATORY SET: 
As a class we will review the 6 dolch site words that we had learned previous to this lesson. I will list these words on the side of the board. I will read the words all together by myself and then with the class. Students will then interact in a group conversation on why we are learning these words. Why is it important to learn site words for reading?

INPUT/ ACQUIRE NEW KNOWLEDGE:

Students then will be handed baggies in which they will work as a group at their table to recreate these dolch words. Students then will use their group list of the 6 dolch words and fill in the blanks to sentences I present as a class. I will then read the completed sentence to the class then the group will repeat it back to me. This will continue for the remaining 2 groups.

Finally, as a whole class we will then read all the sentences together to create a little story. Students will become fluent in recognition of these words and the importance they have with sentences.
CLOSURE/ASSESSMENT: 

Students will be asked to reflect on the sentences created in in today’s lesson. Then I will ask them as a group to create a sentence of their own in which it contains one or more of these dolch site words. I will then ask a representative from each group to come to the board and write their group sentence. They will then underline 1 or more site words they used in their sentence.
What are the site words you used in your sentence?
HOMEWORK: (Purpose- Preparation, Practice, Expansion)

Students will color new introduced site words for homework. They will color the words with the designated color. Introducing these words helps get these students aware of them before we start working with them. When they are done coloring, the student will write a list of knowns and unknowns with their parents. They will bring that list into class and we will begin our new lesson stemming off of these new site words, along with the old site words.
