INSTRUCTIONAL MATERIALS: Google Chrome Book, Video about Immigration, Poems and songs by Immigrants, Virtual Tour of Ellis Island 
ESSENTIAL QUESTIONS/ SUBSIDIARY QUESTIONS:

How do you think the people were feeling about coming to America?

What exactly are they hoping to find in America?
Why have people come to the United States in the past?

What are the benefits for immigrants and for the country when people from other lands settle here?

What complications sometimes develop for immigrants and the country?

How can we look at music, as a way to explain the immigrants’ feelings, thoughts, desires?
How can you compare immigrants of today to those of the past?

PURPOSE: To develop an understanding of why people emigrate. To develop an understanding of culture and the terms opportunity and hope. 
Students will learn how songs can be used as a reflection of culture and history.
SPECIFIC LEARNING OBJECTIVES: (clear, observable)

Students will be able to describe several reasons why immigrants came to the United States.
Students will be able to gain an understanding of the difficulties endured on the journey to America

   Students will analyze songs, text, and images to develop an understanding of the immigration journey
Understand how human activity has and continues to shape the United States.

Students will be able to form a song or poem by reflecting on poems or song from immigrants.

DIFFERENTATION STRATEGIES: The teacher will help navigate the student through the tour. The student will be paired with a peer for extra support I will help guide the group through the assignment. Two autistic students that will be paired up with higher level students.
ANTICIPATORY SET: 
Start a discussion about what students know about the topic immigrants or immigration. In their designated groups, they will discuss this question and as I ask each group I will create a group list of what they know about the topic. INPUT/ ACQUIRE NEW KNOWLEDGE:
 Students will navigate and explore through a virtual tour of Ellis Island. Students will investigate each tab available to develop an understanding of an immigrant’s journey to America. They will then use a worksheet to guide their learning and to guide them through the tour. Students will also review poems, and songs that were written by immigrants coming to the United States. They will turn in the worksheet at the end of the lesson.

APPLY/ DEEPEN NEW KNOWLEDGE:

As the student develops an understanding of what it was like to come to America as an immigrant, they will develop a song or poem with a partner to represent what they learned. They will put themselves in the shoes of the immigrants coming to Ellis Island and create their own poem/song. 

CLOSURE/ASSESSMENT: 
Students will present their poem to the class in a stand up sit down and explain what process they went through in developing their song/poem. Then they will hand in their poem/song.
INSTRUCTIONAL PROCEDURES:

Time:  

	The teacher will:

1. Start a conversation on immigrants and immigration

2. Show a video describing immigration

3. Will pass out a handout of a guide to help students navigate through the virtual tour of Ellis Island 
4. Provide the students with songs and poems from immigrants coming to U.S.

5. Have the students do a stand up sit down to present their poem or song.
	The students will:

1. Develop an understanding of what immigration is.
2. Students will answer question as they navigate through the virtual tour of Ellis Island. 
3. Use what they have now learned to create a poem or song with a partner 

4. Present their poem or song to the class, explaining the process they went through in developing the song or poem.
